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COLD-FORMED STEEL DESIGN
WORKSHOP AT 2010 STRUCTURES
CONGRESS IN ORLANDO

The ASCE-SEI Committee on Cold-Formed
Members is sponsoring a Workshop on the Direct
Strength Method Design of Cold-Formed Steel
Members. The workshop will be presented at 1:15
PM on May 13, 2010 at the 2010 Structures
Congress in Orlando, Florida.

The workshop will be led by Dr. Ben Schafer. Dr.
Schafer is the Chair of the Department of Civil
Engineering at The Johns Hopkins University. Ben
is also the lead researcher and creator of the
Direct Strength Method (DSM). This Method is an
entirely new design procedure that integrates the
determination of cross-sectional stability states into
the design process of cold-formed steel members.
DSM currently exists as an Appendix to the
Specification for the Design of Cold-Formed Steel
Structural Members, but it is gaining increased
utilization. The Method offers the opportunity to
examine a broader spectrum of member cross
sections than the members covered by the main
body of the Specifications. The software utilized for
the DSM is available in the public domain.

Dr. Schafer will be assisted during the workshop
by Dr. Cris Moen, a professor at Virginia Tech, and
Ryan Smith, a Professional Engineer at Clark
Western Lath and Steel Framing.

All of the workshop presenters are members of the
Cold-Formed Steel Engineers Institute
(www.cfsei.org). Ben Schafer is a former president
of CFSELI.

Poster presentations of innovative project designs
using cold-formed steel will also be presented at
the Structures Congress. These projects were
selected as project award winners by the Cold-
Formed Steel Engineers Institute.
